A 42 immigrant communities with 10,000+ people
A wide range of rights/entitlements/restrictions
(able to work, able to access public services)



Why do questionnaire surveys?

Quantitative technigque to obtain primary data on:
U characteristics

U behaviour

U attitudes

L awareness of specific ISSUes

Ll Pros:
A provides consistent/uniform data about a group of people
A may allow for inferences about the wider population

LU cons:

A expensive

A time-consuming
A tiring
